New Delhi 20 December: - One day discussion meeting was organized with the members of Consumer   Coordination Council (CCC), members of civil society and on 20th Dec, 2012 at Gandhi Peace Foundation, New Delhi. Mr. Amrit Lal  Saha took over the charge of Chairman and Mr. Reddy as Vice Chairman of CCC and started functioning from this day. . This was followed by oath taking ceremony by the chairman and vice chairman. Representatives from different consumer organizations were present in the meeting and shared their views on strengthening the consumer movement in India. Also the representative from GIZ (German International Co-operation) was present in the meeting.Mr. Saha welcomed the participants and assured them to strengthen the activities of CCC with a focused strategy. He also informed that his slogan  is Alliance and Involve.

Consumer Coordiantion Council (CCC) is the National coalition of consumer organizations in India. It has more than 70 member organizations all across the country. It was discussed that Consumer Coordination Council should be the unified voice of the consumers in the country. Members suggested that CCC should work at national level on policy issues and guide member organizations to work at regional and local level on the issues related to consumer Policy and larger issues.
Various issues related to telecom, MRP, financial consumer protection, health and product safety, e-commerce, road safety, real estate sectors and weaknesses in the grievance redressal mechanism  were discussed in the meeting. It has also been suggested that sector specific expert committee would be formed to jointly work on the specific issues through CCC.
Strong media linkages were recommended and it was decided to approach leading media journalists to showcase the activities of CCC. To reach more consumers it was decided to create awareness with the rural as well as urban consumers. To strengthen the funding and budgeting requirement of CCC, various mechanisms were proposed by the members and also it was proposed to collaborate with identified educational institutes to formulate a diploma programme on Consumer Protection in India. Shri Saha has and Sri Reddy have pledged to pledge to work in the interest of the consumers of India  to abide by the CCC constitutions,  its Rules and Regulations and  Constitution  of India and  to work  transparently  without any fear or favour. The meeting was presiding over by Mrs. Ramaben Mavani, past Chairperson of CCC. Consumer activists from Gujarat, Punjab, Haryana, Delhi, UP, Orissa, Rajasthan participated in the meeting. Messages were received Mr. Saha from various states on the occasion of starting of function as Chairman of CCC.
The meeting started with one minute silence for peace, and ended with National Anthem. Meeting ended with the vote of thanks by the Director of CCC Mr. S C Sharma.
